3. Simplify the Environment

“In this school everything has its place and is kept there, because | have
observed over and over again that children have a feeling for orderliness.
Your child will learn to know where he may find things and he will put
them back of his own accord when he has finished with them.”

1- Set Up a Child-Friendly Environment

“In the home, the ideal environment for the child should also contain
child-sized furniture, and utensils which he can handle himself.”

2. Declutter and Organize
