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L) oA Course Contents

Oral Language

This section focuses on developing the
child's speaking and listening skKills,
which enhances their ability to express
their thoughts clearly and understand
what others are saying.

Written language

Children here learn how to write
letters and words correctly, which
helps them develop their writing
skills in an organized way.

Mechanical reading activities

It aims to introduce children to the
basic steps of reading, such as
recognizing sounds and letters,
which is the first step toward actual
reading.

Classified reading activities

In this section, classified activities
are introduced, aimed at teaching
children how to differentiate
between various types of words and
texts.
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Word study activities

This section helps children understand
the structure of words, including
prefixes and suffixes, which enhances

their skills in building vocabulary.

Function of words

Children learn here the functions of
different words in a sentence, which
helps them understand grammar rules

and how to form correct sentences.

Sentence analysis

This section focuses on analyzing

sentences into their different
components, such as the subject, verb,
and object, to help children understand
the structure of a sentence.

Interpretive reading

These activities help children develop
deep comprehension understanding for
texts, through reading the texts and

interpreting their meanings.
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
